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The seminar deals with therapeutic aspects of the law, referring to the "Therapeutic Jurisprudence" movement in American legal thought. The seminar will discuss therapeutic aspects of legal decision making, lawyering, and will combine interdisciplinary exchange with public health scholarship, transformative mediation, restorative justice, trauma, feminism and other related fields of study.
