Center for Families, Children and the Courts’ Student Fellows Program – LAW 888

3 credits

This seminar provides an overview of the law and advocacy surrounding unified family courts, with an emphasis on therapeutic jurisprudence and the ecology of human development.  Students will take an active role in research and writing associated with the Center’s projects, which include areas such as juvenile justice, truancy, high conflict custody, and addiction and substance abuse as they affect families in court.  Specific areas will depend on the nature of the Center’s activities at any given time.  The course includes a two-hour weekly seminar, plus a one-hour weekly supervisory meeting to discuss student projects.  Limited enrollment of six students.
