  Course Overview: Therapeutic Jurisprudence is the study of the law's impact on

  emotional life and psychological well-being. It focuses on this traditionally

  underappreciated dimension of the law by examining and importing relevant

  contributions from psychology, psychiatry, criminology, social work and related

  disciplines. Recently, the field has been moving more and more into the world

  of practice, influencing both lawyering and judging. This course will trace the

  developments from theory to practice and will emphasize how therapeutic

  jurisprudence may enrich the practice of law, both in an office practice setting

  and in criminal, juvenile, and related litigation. 

  Course Materials: Principle materials will be the book, "Practicing Therapeutic

  Jurisprudence," by Dennis P. Stolle, David B. Wexler, and Bruce J. Winick

  (Carolina Academic Press 2000), and a special issue of the journal "Psychology,

  Public Policy and Law" entitled "Therapeutic Jurisprudence and Preventive Law:

  Transforming Legal Practice and Education" (edited by Winick, Wexler, and

  Professor Edward Dauer). We also will use a special therapeutic jurisprudence

  issue of "Court Review," the official journal of the American Judges

  Association.
